Popur Hai is a 9-year-old girl in the third grade that was referred by her Pediatrician, Dr. Kirkly Norge for a second TBI assessment. Dr. Norge reports, that Popur has been successfully recovering from a TBI caused by a car accident for the past ten months. However, Dr. Norge states that it appears that Popur’s social skills have been severely impaired. Popur’s parents report that when Popur is around others she makes in appropriate outbursts (Reed, 1994, chap. 12).  Popur expresses that it is difficult for her to focus in “noisy places” (Reed, 1994, chap. 12). During the day Popur finds it challenging to do what her caretaker instructs her to do.  Dr. Kirkly states, that he has observed Popur continuously switch between the Korean language and the English language (Reed, 1994, chap. 10). Also, Dr. Kirkly notes, that “ during an office visit, I tapped Popur on the back and she became very angry, and then she would not cooperation throughout the rest of the exam” (Reed, 1994, chap. 10).   

Currently Popur is not in school. Mr. and Mrs. Hai state that, she will not progress to the fourth grade. Her parents report that Popur “ she use to be an outgoing child with many friends, but now she seems withdrawn” (Reed, 1994, 12).

According to Dr. Norge, Popur was born five weeks prematurely in Korea, she arrived in the U.S. we she was tow-years old. Since then she has had no other serious medical conditions other than the TBI.  According to Mrs. Hai, her OBGYN indicated that the premature birth was due to lack of prenatal care available in her Korea village.  Popur’s parents state, “ we would like to learn all we can to help our daughter.”
