Diversity University a prominent leader in communicate disorders research, has Dr. Milky currently directing a study on the influences that culture has on language interaction. This research will expectantly produce information for the development of a series test that focuses primarily on pragmatic differences among different cultures and it will also cover language differences (syntax and semantics) among cultures. This will hopefully allow Speech Pathologist to diagnose whether a person is exhibiting cultural differences or if they have an actual language disorder more efficiently. 


Currently the findings are inconclusive.

     UNITY CORPS IN CAMBODIA 





  Dr. Nick Thomas a leading plastic surgeon from the U.S. is currently relocated in Cambodia. There he travels with other surgeons to different villages throughout the country performing plastic surgery on many of the villagers that suffer from oral and throat deformities, usually as the result of some type of cancer. Doctor Thomas believes that it is important to offer the recipients of surgery, rehabilitation services. This includes postoperative retraining on how to use their structures in speech now that physical alterations exist.  Cancer has a higher occurrence rate in male within in the country, since there are more men in Asia as opposed to women (Jordan-Bychkov & Domosh, 1999, p. 53), naturally more men are in need of surgery.  On the other hand the SLPs available to aid in retraining speech are predominately female. This has been a growing source of conflict.  In their culture men are dominant over women (Matsui, 2002), so that most men feel that it is beneath them to receive instructions from women, no matter what her position is. Dr. Nick Thomas has contacted the Unity Corps and request that they make a public announcement calling for male SLPs to join the ranks in public service duties.   Unity Corps commercial states: 


“ 2,000 men die annually in Cambodia as a result of oral or throat cancer. These men deserve to live and to have the ability to communicate with their loved ones.  Speech Retraining is the key that unlocks this door, that is why-- we need Speech Pathologist men like you.
